Mauricio Wainrot is currently the artistic director of the Ballet
Contemporaneo del Teatro San Martin of Buenos Aires, He is a permanent
guest choreographer of The Royal Ballet of Flanders, Belgium, For several
years Wainrot was the artistic director of Les Ballets Jazz de Montreal,
Canada and the Grupo de Danza Contemporanea of Teatro San Martin of
Buenos Aires, Argentina.

During the last 15 years more than 35 companies have premiered
Wainrat's warks. Among them are the English Mational Ballet, the Raoyal
Winnipeg Ballet in Canada, the Juilliard Dance Ensemble in USA, the Bat
Dor Dance Company of Israel and the Staatstheater of Hannover and
wWiesbaden, Germany. He has won many awards. His last piece Distant
Light was nominated for the international ballet prize, Benais de Iz Danse
2002, As a guest teacher he worked for the Mudra Schoal in Brussels and
at the Hochschule fir Musik und Darstellende Kinste in Frankfurt,
